E L I G I B I L I T Y  &  R E Q U I R E M E N T S
All teaching artists (active within the past two years) 
are invited to show one piece completed within the 
past three years and not previously exhibited at Main 
Line Art Center. We are also requesting that you 
donate a piece of artwork ($250-$500 value) for the 
silent auction. Submit 4 pieces for consideration, and 
please indicate in the description of your electronic 
application, which artwork(s) should be considered 
for the exhibition and which you would like to donate 
for the auction. The maximum width and height of any 
piece can be no greater than 3 feet. All 2-D work must 
be framed, securely wired and ready to hang or it can 
not be exhibited.
