Members. The Art Center will host a free public reception with wine courtesy of Barefoot Wine
& Bubbly, on Friday, January 10 from 6 to 8 pm where the community can meet the artists and
purchase unique works of art. The gallery at Main Line Art Center is free and open to the public
Monday through Thursday from 10 am to 8 pm, and Friday through Sunday from 10 am to 4 pm.
