If the artist is unable to deliver
their work on those days, they must make
arrangements for someone else to deliver
the work for them on those dates.

All pieces must be labeled using the
attached label provided. Label should be
securely fastened to the back of your piece.
All unsold artwork not picked up by June 9,
2015 will be charged a $10 per day storage
fee.

Requirements

All artwork must be for sale. We request
that all works be 30” x 30” or less (preferring
smaller works), and be priced between $300-
$800. Larger and more expensive work may
be accepted at the discretion of the juror.

All artists receive 65% commission, with
additional proceeds going to support MLAC'’s
educational and outreach programs.

All work submitted must not have been
previously exhibited at Main Line Art Center.
