The Expressive Figure in Charcoal 
Line & Gouache Color
Working with a costumed model, we will loosen 
up with a series of charcoal drawings and then 
move to longer poses. After building a foundation 
with charcoal, the most forgiving of drawing 
implements, we’ll move to into gouache. By 
day three we will focus on composing your 
personalized and expressive figure on the page.
 
Decals: Images on Clay
Transferring images (photos, drawings, or 
words) to clay will take your work to a whole new 
level.

Digital Shorts: Creative Video 
If a picture tells a thousand words, then a video 
tells a million. Harness the power of video to tell 
your story using a camera or phone and at-home 
computer software. 

Glass Fusing	
Explore light, transparency, layering, and color 
through glass, and create shapes and forms using 
techniques like kiln carving and slumping. We will 
create impressive-looking tiles, coasters, small 
dishes, necklaces, and earrings that you will be 
proud to say you made. 

Gothic Calligraphy
You’ve seen it used by graffiti artists, on 
newspaper mastheads, and even those popular 
vampire book covers. There’s a reason why 
“Old English,” Gothic calligraphy is so popular. 
Working with pen and ink, you’ll learn basic Gothic 
letterforms, along with flourishing and some gold 
illumination.
 

Graffiti Arts
We’ll look at the history and current trends of this 
eclectic medium as we create powerful works of 
art using stencils, lettering, montage, painting, 
and more. Then, learn how artists take it from the 
street to the world of art and media.

Mosaics
Create a colorful mosaic using colored glass, 
stone and other materials. Learn how to safely cut 
pottery and glass to create intricate designs and 
then grout them. Individual tiles and more complex 
mosaics will be covered as each student expands 
their creativity with design and color. 

Photography & Digital Art
Go beyond the camera phone and take picture-
perfect images using your digital camera. Then, 
trick out your photos in our digital art studio. 
Must provide your own digital camera and USB/
connector cord. 

Photo Encaustics
Turn photographic prints that you’ve taken or 
found into mixed-media masterpieces as you 
explore the boundaries of image making. Photo 
encaustics combines photography with the ancient 
art of painting using beeswax and pigments. 

Photo Book 
Tell your own story your own way and create 
a book that is unique as you are using photos, 
papers, drawings, paintings, and encaustics. 

Portfolio Development 
Serious about a career or studies in the visual 
arts? We’ll walk through the application process, 
college interviews, portfolio requirements, 
statements of purpose, and review artwork. Young 
artists will leave with a better understanding the 
application process. 

Stop Animation 
First we’ll view a few films for inspiration, and  
then get to work in our new digital media studio. 
We’ll first create flip books and then dive into  
film-making using drawing, modeling clay, 
puppetry, objects from life, or a combo. Images 
will then be brought to life using editing software 
and uploaded to YouTube.

Main Line Art Center is your summer destination for creativity. Build your skills, 
create work that you are proud of, and experiment and explore under the guidance 
of professional artists. Studios are kept small to provide individualized attention and 
critiques that will help transform you as an artist. Repeat studios to advance your skills, 
or take multiple studios for a survey of techniques.
